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1. In men with hypertension, the presence of left ventricular hypertrophy is an additional risk 

factor for AF progression and should therefore be treated accordingly (this thesis)  

 

2. Both over- and undertreatment with NOACs are still observable in present day AF

3. Patients with AF progression have decreased quality of life, mainly due to associated
